In the Name of God Amen the four and twentyeth deay of August in the yeare of our Lord God one thousand sixe
hundred and thirty and eight | Joanes Martins alias Weaver of Shrawley in the County of Worcester, Spinster being
sicke, in body but in good & p (er ) fect remembrance praised be to God Doe make and ordaine my last will and
testament in manner and forme following first | comend my soul unto the hands of god that gave it and my bodye to be
buryed christianlike in the parish Churchyard of Shrawley aforesaid and of those worldly goodes wherewith god of his
mercy hath indolged me. First | gave towards the buyinge of a carpett for the communion table of Shrawley nine
shillings & my executors shall see it be p(er)formed at the payment thereof. Item | give to the three poore households
of Walter Gilbert, Richard Farmer, & John Gilbert sixe shillings & eight pence to be distributed amongst them at the
direction of my executors & overseers of my will & to William Brewer the elder | give £13 10s. Item | give to my cousin
Thomas Hopkins and his wife twelve pence a peece, & to his sixe children two shillings a peece.

Item | give to my cousin Thomas Martine alias Weaver of Shrawley aforesaid beinge my godson twenty pounds of
lawfull English money to be paid unto him at the age of one and twenty yeares and in the meane tyme to be putt forth
for his benefitt by my executors he givinge securitie for the same to Richard Hunt of Astley when he shalle thereto
required.

Item | give to Thomas Turner of Little Witley being my kinsman four pounds to be paid within three monthes after my
decease.

Item | give to my cousin Steven Martin alias Weaver of Shrawley aforesaid fower pounds thirteene shillings & fower
pence of lawfull money of England and to his daughter Joane forty shillings to be paid all him the said Steven within one
yeare after my decease.

Iltem to my godson John Burton | give three shillings and fower pence & to the rest of my 7 godchlldren two shlllings
apeece

Item to John Parkwodds three children | give twelve pence a peece

Item to Anthony Cooke & his wife & two children | give twelve pence a peece.

Item | give to my cousin Walter Weavers children ten shillings of the fifty shillings which he oweth me.

Item all the rest of my | goodes chattelles & chattell unbequeathed in this my will | give and bequeath to my kinsman,
John Martin alias Weaver with whom | give | make him sole executor of this my last will & testament my debts being
paid, my legacies discharged my funerall finished & this my will fully accomplished & giving to his wife twenty shillings
within one yeare after my decease, and further my will is that after my decease my executor shall give to Thomas Turner
aforesaid my best coverlett and one blanket, one bolster, one flaxen sheete, and one pair of hempen sheete, a pair of
hurden sheetes, a hempen tablecloth, a flaxen towell, & a pillow bees & one greate pewter (......... ) my said godson
Thomas Martin alias Weaver & also my brass & pewter unbequeathed his father having the use of the said brass &
pewter during his life and overseers of my will | make Thomas Turner & Steven Martin alisas Weaver aforesaid, And |
utterly revoke and admit all former wills, legacies, gifts, & executors by me at any tyme before this made given willed or
bequeathed in witness whereof | have hereunto putt my hand & sealed the day and yeare first above written.
